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Mr. Carmichael will speak on planning for philanthropic clients in a time of change and uncertainty in the economy and in federal tax laws. He will explore how clients can benefit charitable organizations in the context of achieving personal goals and objectives, such as supplementing college savings or retirement nest eggs, supporting an aging parent or even “ruling beyond the grave.”

The seminar will be presented by Marc Carmichael, J.D. of R&R Newkirk Company, who has specialized for more than 30 years in the field of charitable gift planning.  R&R Newkirk publishes the Charitable Giving Tax Service, a four-volume reference library on planned giving and charitable estate planning, “The Advisor” charitable estate planning newsletter and “The Federal Tax Pocket Guide for Advisors and Planners.”  His company also provides gift planning training and promotional literature for hundreds of organizations.  Marc is a graduate of the Indiana University School of Law and is a member of the Indiana State Bar Association.   He is a past president of the National Committee on Planned Giving and has spoken frequently at estate planning councils, national fundraising conferences, the Ohio CLE Institute (Marvin R. Pliskin Advanced Probate and Estate Planning Seminar) and the National Conference on Financial Planning.  He served as chair of the National Conference on Planned Giving (NCPG) and chaired the editorial advisory committee of the National Committee on Planned Giving, which publishes The Journal of Gift Planning, for four years.
